THE

BOARD OF DIRECTORS

The supreme power and control over the Fourth Degree, including
the making, amending and changing of all laws, rules and regulations
concerning the same is vested inm the Supreme Board of Directors.

The officers herein designated are subject to the Board of Directors.

SUPREME ASSEMBLY

The Supreme Board of Government for the Fourth Degree is known
as the Supreme Assembly of the Fourth Degree. It is composed of the
Supremé Master, who is appointed by the Supreme Board of Directors,
the Supreme Knight, the Supreme Secretary, and the duly appointed
Vice Supreme Masters of the Fourth Degree.

PROVINCES

The Ofder 1s divided by the Supreme Board of Directors into as
many Provinces as the Board deems advisable. The Board designates
a name for each Province. A Vice Supreme Master for each duly es-
tablished Province is appointed by the Board of Directors.

DISTRICTS

Subject to approval of the Supreme Board of Directors, each
Province is divided by the Supreme Master into as many Districts as,
from time to time, he deems necessary for the proper functiouning
of the Fourth Degree. A Master of the District, appointed by the
Supreme Master, presides over each duly established District.

PROVINCIAL ASSEMBLIES

Whenever the Supreme Master and the Supreme Board of Directors
deems it advisable, necessary or expedient, they call a meeting of
all. Masters in any or all Provinces for the consideration of Fourth
Degree matters and said meeting is known as a Provincial Assembly.
No alternates are permitted.

DISTRICT ASSEMBLIES

During April or May in even numbered years, District Assemblies
meet at the call of the Master. They are composed of the Faithful
Navigator of each Local and General Assembly in the District and one
delegate for each one hundred members or major fraction thereof of
each Assembly, which delegates are elected by ballot at the February
meeting in the year in which such District Assembly is convened.
Alternate delegates may be elected for all delegates, including the
Faithful Navigator.



LOCAL ASSEMBLIES

The short preface of the structure of the Fourth Degree 1is
provided solely for the benefit of the members of the Father J. A.
Nieuwland Assembly, and does not constitute a part of its by-laws.

Each Assembly may adopt such by-laws as it deems necessary,
provided they do not conflict with the laws and rules of the Order,
or with the laws and rules for the government of thg Fourth Degree.
Any by-laws or amendments adopted by a Local Assembly
must be approved by the Supreme Advocate before they can become
operative.

Assemblies shall hold regular meetings once each month at such
time and place as the Assembly may determine. Special meetings may
be called on five days' written or published notice by the Faithful
Navigator, or by the Faithful Captain on request of ten members,
upon like notice.

Assemblies shall determine the amount of dues and they shall
be the same for all members. The amount shall not be less than
three dollars per year. In the absence of any by-laws to the con-
trary, Assembly dues shall be levied from the first of January for
the calendar year.

No assessment by an Assembly shall be valid until approved by
the Supreme Master, both as to purpose and amount.
